PAN Peer Review: Questions to answer about a colleague’s poster

1. Does it include these components?

a. Title (reading it should tell the audience what it’s all about)

b. Hypothesis/prediction (what they think about nature, and how to test it)

c. How/what they measured

d. Results (their measurements)

e. Analysis (what does their data mean, if anything?)

f. What to do next (proposal)

g. Tell who they are and who sponsored their research (JINA)

2. Can you follow the logical flow of the poster?

3. Is it visually appealing?

4. Is it readable on the computer without zooming? (lots of small text = bad)

5. Graphs

a. Title that indicates what it represents?

b. Are the axes labeled and have units? 

c. Is the independent variable on the x-axis?

d. Are the graph scales appropriate to represent the data?

e. Are there error bars? (Of reasonable size, small percentage)

6. Are the spelling and grammar correct?

7. Do the conclusions follow logically from the data?

8. Do their conclusions relate to their hypothesis?
